Realising the
need for such institutional and individual capacity building, the institute commenced its first Educational
Programme by starting One Year PG Diploma Programmes in Rural Development Management in
2008-09. Its Second batch has already come out and third batch has commenced.

Distance Education Cell

The initiative of the Institute in PG Diploma Programme in Sustainable Rural Development
launched in distance education is coordinated by the newly established Cell. First Batch has enrolled
452 students (including 27 students from Afghanistan),the Second Batch which has enrolled 259
students has commenced from 1% January 2011.The Cell also proposes to launch a number of
Programmes in Distance mode.

GENERAL INFORMATION

Admission

The candidates selected for admission will be intimated by post individually. The list of selected
candidates will also be displayed on the notice board at the Distance Education Cell, the Institute's
website www.nird.org.in as well as on the University of Hyderabad website www.uoh.ernet.in. Only
those, who pay the fee within the stipulated date, are treated as admitted. Mere receipt of admission
offer letter does not entitle any right to claim admission. Students, who do not furnish full information
and proof by attaching attested (by a gazetted officer or a person holding equivalent rank) xerox copies
of certificates, marksheets and service certificates (clearly showing the number of years of service and
the field of work) about their academic professional record are liable to be rejected. Irrespective of the
claims made by an applicant on the proforma, marks weightage would be given only on the basis of
certificates and transcripts that are attested. Any document sent separately, after submission of the
application, will not be considered. Verification of all the original certificates/ marks certificates
/experience certificates will be done at the time of Ist Semester contact classes at designated contact
centres. The students are, therefore, required to bring their original certificates when they attend contact
classes. Students will be permitted to appear for the Semester-end examination only after this
verification. Until then, their admission will be provisional.

Reservation for SC / ST / PH Students

In accordance with the policy of the Government of India, the reservation for different categories
will be implemented with a provision for inter- changeability between these categories, wherever
necessary. Students applying for this programme should submit, along with their application, a copy of
their caste/tribe certificate from a Revenue Officer not below the rank of Tehsildar/Mandal Revenue
Officer

Admission of Foreign/NRI Students

Foreign students residing in India or abroad may also apply for admission in the prescribed form
preferably by the stipulated date, but not later than  February 2012. Those who have passed the
qualifying examination from universities outside India should enclose with their application copies of the
relevant certificates, and mark sheets together with the English version of such copies, duly attested if
they are in a different language. For admission to the Diploma Programme, the foreign student
concerned must have at least passed the qualifying examinations. Proficiency in English is a pre-
condition for admission. They have to pay the Full Programme Fee at the time of admission.

Admission of Sponsored candidates

The organizations / Institutions may sponsor their officials for admission to this Programme by
duly forwarding their application and paying full Programme Fee for admitted sponsored candidates

Enrolment Number and Identity Card

On payment of Programme Fee, admitted students will be informed of their enrolment number
which will also be displayed on their Identity Cards. This enrolment number will continue for a maximum
period of three years, or until the Programme is completed, whichever is earlier. The same number will
be used as the examination roll number of the student. The Enroliment Number changes if readmission
is given for the same Programme.

Programme Schedule

The Distance Education Cell has adopted the general semester system followed by the NIRD,
except that these Programmes follow the calendar year pattern (Jan-Dec). The Programme is spread
over two terms in a year. Those who are not in a position to complete all the courses in the two terms at
a stretch, can defer a term or a part thereof (i.e. certain courses), provided they complete the
Programme within a total period of three years, including the year in which the students are enrolled.

Contact Classes and Practical Work

All students admitted to the distance education programmes are required to attend contact
classes at the designated Contact Centers, with at least 75% attendance in the contact classes /
practical sessions in those programme where lab sessions are compulsory. They must participate, to
the satisfaction of the Local Coordinator of the programme or Resource Persons of the courses and
the Programme Coordinator, PGD-SRD, in study-seminars, sessions and counseling sessions as
may be prescribed. This carries a weight age of 20 marks for each course

Exemption from Contact Classes

Since this Programme is Self - Study oriented and can be completed in 3 years, requests for
exemption from attending contact programs/ practical work will not be entertained. However, the
students (Foreign/ NRI) residing outside India will be exempted from attending contact sessions, on
prior request.

Payment of Fee and Fee Structure

Students admitted to this Post Graduate Diploma Programme have to pay the Fee in two equal
installments or as a single amount by the prescribed date mentioned in the admission offer letter. The
foreign students residing in India and abroad and NRIs will
have to pay the Fee in single installment at the time of Admission.

Foreign students/ NRIs : US $1700

Delayed Payment

If a student fails to pay the 2" installment of Fee by the due date with or without late fee
payment, mailing of Second Semester course material will be withheld. However, in exceptional cases,
the NIRD may permit students to continue their studies by paying the Second Semester fee for the next
session and attending contact sessions subject to payment of the following penalties. By which they can
complete course requirements up to three years from the date of Admission/Registration/Enrolment,
which stands as base year.

Penalty for Deferment on Programme Fee

a) First Deferment: Rs. 500/- or $50/-
b) Second Deferment: Rs. 1000/- or $100/-

Penalty for Deferment of Contact Classes

a) First Deferment: Rs. 250/-
b) Second Deferment: Rs. 500/-

NOTE: Fee once paid will not be returned by the NIRD under any circumstance. All disputes are subject
to the Greater Hyderabad Jurisdiction.

Reimbursement of Tuition Fee for SC/ST Students

EVALUATION

The evaluation system of the Diploma Programme is designed to test systematically the student’s
progress in the courses offered, through internal assessments as well as Semester-end examinations.

Semester-end Examinations

Performance will also be assessed through a semester-end examination at the end of each
semester to be conducted at the contact centre, which will be evaluated out of 60 Marks. A Student
should score at least 25 Marks in the Final. Only those students who satisfactorily complete the contact
sessions (or submit their Semester Paper/Lab Test in case of Foreign/NRI students who are exempted
from the contact classes) and submit assignments before the stipulated date are eligible to take the
Semester-end Examinations.

Internal Assessments (Assignments)

Internal Assessment will be done through evaluation of assignment which will be sent along with
the course material. The completed assignments have to be sent back to the concerned Programme
Coordinator, by the stipulated date. These will be evaluated for 30 Marks of each course.




Project Report

All Students required to submit synopsis of their project to the concerned Regional Coordinator
before the onset of Contact session for the first semester. After approval of the his/her synopsis, student
will work on the Project and submit Project Report to the Regional Coordinator. The students Project
Report will be evaluated for 100 Marks, which will include VivaVoce Examination during Contact
Session for the Second Semester.

Examinations for Foreign Students/NRIs

“Efforts will be made to conduct term-end exams for NRI/Foreign students with the help of the
Indian Embassies/Indian High Commission situated there. In case it is not feasible to conduct exams in
the country of their residence, they should be prepared to come and appear for examinations at the
National Institute of Rural Development, Rajendranagar, Hyderabad, India.

Contact Sessions for Foreign Nationals/ NRIs

All foreign nationals and NRIs staying abroad will be exempted from contact sessions on their
specific request but they should submit a term paper on a specified topic at least 15 days before the
commencement of the examinations. The theme of the term paper will be intimated to the students, if
he/she applies for exemption well in advance. The term paper/lab test carries a weightage of 10marks.

Results

The final results for the Programme are determined on the basis of (a) Attendance in contact
classes and practical, (b) internal assessment, (Assignments) (c)performance in the Semester - end
examination, in the ratio 10:30:60. The final result in each Course will thus be calculated on the basis of
continuous assessment, in the following manner:

A student is declared passed only if he/she secures a minimum of 40 marks (internal
assessment, contact classes, and Semester-end examinations put together) in each course provided
that he/she secures a minimum of 25 marks in the Semester-end examinations. Students with less
than 40 marks may appear for re-examination the concerned course in the Semester-end examination
of next Batch. Candidates failing in any course have to pay Rs 300/- per course to appear in the

subsequent examinations.

Note: Candidates who have attended the contact classes and submitted the assignments will

only be allowed to write the exams. In case they are unable to attend the classes or not able to
submit the assignments, they may attend the same in the subsequent two years and write the
exams.

Grading

Successful students will be awarded divisions on the basis of the average marks obtained by them
as follows:

First Division with Distinction 1 75% & above

First Division : 60 % & above but below75%

Second Division 1 50% & above but below 60 %

Third Division : 40% & above but below 50%
Improvement

Students may improve their performance in any course on payment of Rs. 300/- for each course.
This facility will be given only once in a course and should be requested within four weeks of the
announcement of results. There is no provision for improvement of marks for assignments, contact
classes, practical sessions (wherever compulsory) or for Project Work/Project Reports.

Re-counting

Re-counting of Semester - end exam answer scripts will involve recounting of marks, re- totaling
and a special scrutiny to see if any portion of a question or a whole question was inadvertently left
unmarked. Requests for re-counting should be made within 21 days from the date of
publication/announcement of results, and should be accompanied by a draft for Rs.500/- per course
towards Re-counting Fee. The results of re-counting will normally be communicated to the students
before the next examinations are held. If any variation is found as a result of re-counting, the Institute
will accept the higher of the two, and a revised provisional marks memo will be issued to the students
free of charge. There is no provision for re-evaluation of assignment marks.




Re-examination

Students who fail to complete the course requirements of a given Semester can defer any course
or all courses to the next year. They could also defer the complete Programme to the next academic
year. Any assignments done and internal assessment marks earned will be carried forward to the next
Semester / year. Students, who fail in a course in First Semester, may pursue the Second  Semester
by paying the remaining part of the Programme Fee. They can appear for re- examination in the failed
courses at the subsequent Semester - end examinations. To facilitate this, examinations for both 1st
and 2" Semester are conducted at the end of each Semester. All students are expected to complete
their course requirements within a period of six academic Semesters. Those who do not complete the
Programme in all respects can re-enroll themselves for the Programme by paying half the-Programme
Fee. In such cases,study material will not be issued again.

Memorandum of Marks

Final Diploma Certificates

Marks memos would be issued to students on completion of examination. But Provisional
Certificate-cum-memorandum of marks would be issued only after a student completes all course
requirements. In normal cases, they would be sent these documents at the end of the academic year.

Final Diploma Certificates

A joint University of Hyderabad- National Institute of Rural Development Certificate will be issued
after satisfactory completion of Programme requirements on payment of Rs.300/- through a Demand
Draft drawn in favour of the NIRD-DEC-PGD-SRD, payable at Hyderabad.

Duplicate Diploma/ Certificate

All certificates and diplomas, including marks memo, or even Enrolment cards will be issued only
once. If lost, the students can request the Programme Coordinator for a duplicate on payment of
Rs.200/- through a DD drawn in favour of the National Institute of Rural Development, payable at
Hyderabad. However, duplicate of the Final Diploma Certificate will be issued only after producing
necessary police inquiry Certificate and payment of Rs. 600/-.
