QUESTION PAPER : Part I

· Each question is followed by 4 answer options a, b, c & d of which only one is the correct answer.
· Choose the option that is correct and darken the appropriate circle given against the question number in the OMR sheet with a HB pencil or a black ball point pen.

QUESTION PAPER: Part II: Test of Written English Skills:  Essay Writing on One Topic:  Time allowed 35 Minutes.
Candidates will be given 6 General/Current Topics of which he/she has to select one topic and write an Essay of a maximum of 300 words.
