  8. Area of Interest    

:
(a) The areas of my research interest have been guided more by the development problems of Bihar (my place of work), rather than my own intellectual predilections. Bihar is the poorest State of the Indian Union, located in the eastern part of the country. At one end, I have been concerned with some empirical investigations on the structure of Bihar's economy (particularly the rural sector) as manifested through some studies on rural poverty and tribal development. At the other end, I have also been investigating the development issues of Bihar from a political economy angle, for example, my studies on the relationship among sub-nationalism, regional markets and the nature of 'capitalist' transformation in peripheral region like Bihar. My research interest now transcends beyond Bihar and encompasses the entire Hindi Heartland and the eastern Indian states. Like Bihar, I am also specialising on Madhya Pradesh, the second most populous state of the country. 



(b) A second area of interest, being pursued since the early nineties, is to promote some development research that is more user-oriented than the academic output of typical research institutions. This obviously required some institution building activities, which finally fructified in establishing the Asian Development Research Institute (ADRI), which I am heading presently. This institute is only of its kind in the non-governmental sector in the country. The research agenda of ADRI, besides being more user-oriented, is based on a wider definition of development, including as it does such neglected dimensions as cultural identity, civil society organisations and people's participation. ADRI has emerged as a major think tank in the eastern India and in the Hindi Heartland.  



(c) At ADRI in tandem with sister organisations—State Resource Centre (SRC) on Adult Education at Patna and Ranchi—a third area of interest/ involvement that has emerged in recent years is 'grassroots intervention strategies' for socio-economic development. Since adult education programmes now extend (beyond literacy) to development-oriented continuing education, SRCs enjoy considerable scope for such grassroot intervention. This obviously implies choice of a strategy, based on both demand and supply considerations of development services, and the task is interesting academically and critical operationally.



(d)
Besides, ADRI hosts a State Resource Centre (SRC) at Ranchi (for Jharkhand state), a Jan Shikshan Sansthan (JSS) and a Research Institute as also a Dharohar (cultural heritage museum). Being a Member Secretary of ADRI Society, I am responsible for administration of all the organisations functioning under the aegis of the Society, which involves the total manpower of nearly 60 persons involving a fund of about Rs. 2.0 crore per annum. Incidentally, three centres at ADRI, SRC in Patna and Ranchi, JSS in Patna is sponsored by Ministry of Human Resource Development, Government of India.
